In addition
to his local engagements, Tsang has been invited to participate in the
1998 International Young Conductors Competition held in Lisbon,
Portugal and recently invited to take part in conductors' workshops with
the Vancouver Symphony Orchestra, the National Arts Centre Orchestra,
the Seattle Youth Symphony Orchestra and Symphony New Brunswick.
With Mr. Tsang’s dynamic musical talents and extensive experience in
church music ministry, participants will definitely be greatly benefited
through this year’s training.
