to be accompanied by the Joint Church Orchestra.

e Presentation of the Choir and orchestra at Edmonton Chinese Christian
Choir’s 2nd City-Wide Joint Church Worship Service on October 8, 2006

Conductor. Herbert is music director of Vancouver’s David C. Lam Christian
Hymn Society, and he is also music director of Sinfonia Mosaic and the Port
Moody Pacific Grace (MB) Church Worship Choir. In 2005, Herbert coached
the Heart and Art Church Music Training and led all participants to present in
the Amazing Grace Hymn Singing Concert. His competent musical leadership
and extensive experience in church music ministry had definitely promoted the
HEART and ART qualities of the musicians.
